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For 51 years since its inauguration in 1958 at a

height of 333 meters, Tokyo Tower has been the
tallest freestanding steel tower in Japan.
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The Rainbow Bridge, which was opened in 1993, is
a beautiful suspension bridge that spans Tokyo Bay.
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Shinagawa Container Pier, where you can see the
huge gantry cranes at close range, was the first
container pier in Japan, opened in 1967.

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AWesale market located in Koto-ku,
Tokyo. Due to the aging structure of the Tsukiji
market and inadequate facilities, it was relocated
to Toyosu in 2018.
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The Tokyo International Cruise Terminal opened

in September 2020 as a new maritime gateway
to Tokyo.
